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During the last week of January, citizens of Palm Beach County participated in planning for the future of the

County's transportation system by attending workshops on the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP).

The Needs Plan Workshops afforded the public opportunities to review and comment on the transportation

needs of the County and the region. The Study Team is using this feedback to further develop the list of

needed i mprovements to the Countyds transportation sy
LRTP.

Citizens offered ideas on various corridors in Palm Beach County. Suggestions were made on a number of
roadway, transit and bicycle facility additions and improvements. The Study Team has been reviewing the
citizen input and testing the various improvements in the long range travel demand model. The
development of both the 2035 Needs Plan and the Cost Feasible Plan are being discussed at the MPO
Governing Board Meetings.

The Workshops also afforded the public an opportunity to ask questions about the LRTP process, as well as
a number of other transportation -related issues of interest to residents and businesses.

The preliminary 2035 Palm Beach Long Range Transportation
Long Range Plan Development Needs Plan was presented to the MPO and its committees in

February 2009.

During the April and May 2009 sets of MPO meetings, a preliminary base year 2035 Cost Feasible Plan
alternative was discussed. The Base Alternative includes current funding trends for Palm Tran local services
and funding dedicated to highway improvements. In this capacity, most roadway improvements which were
not identified as being constrained (i.e. physically, environmentally, politically, socially, financially) were

able to be funded.

Upcoming activities for the Plan include development of two additional alternatives for a Cost Feasible Year
2035 Plan and ultimately the adoption of the final Year 2035 Financially Feasible Plan by October

The three Metropolitan Planning Organizations in Miami -Dade, Broward and Palm Beach Counties are
continuing with local community planning meetings to establish the transportation plan in their counties for

the year 2035. As each county works on their plans, the regional team is working with them to establish

the regional transportation plan for the year 2035.

The goal setting workshops were held in June/July 2008 in Miami -Dade County and September 2008 in Palm
Beach County. Broward County held both the goal setting and needs assessment task at their July 2008
workshops. Palm Beach County held their needs assessment workshops in January 2009 and Miami -Dade

County held their needs assessment workshops in January/February of 2009.
The regional planning team attended all of these workshops to gather data from the participants regarding
their regional goals and needs. At the recent needs assessment workshops in the region, participants
expressed the following comments:

o Need safe and reliable transportation from Palm Beach County down to Miami -Dade County.

¢ Need safe and available parking at the transit stations.

e Need more transportation modes to and from western Palm Beach County to Broward and Miami -
Dade Counties.

¢ Need more reliable public transportation.
e Need more convenient transportation (10 -15 minute headways)
e Need more transportation to and from Broward, Miami -Dade and Palm Beach Counties for the elderly.

e Very important for the working class and students to have ample public transportation (all modes o}
including bike lanes).

o Need better equipment on all modes of transportation (buses and trains) for the disabled.
e Need to incorporate trains into a regional transportation network.
The regional team will be working with the local planning teams during their cost feasible planning

workshops so they can perform a regional revenue forecast. A prioritized list of projects will be developed
based on the available funding through the year 2035.
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
